ARCHITECT SINAN ( KOCA MIMAR SINAN)
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 Architect  Sinan is considered as the greatest Ottoman Empire’s architect. He lived between 1490 and 1588. But during his life he built hundreds of buildings including mosques, palaces, chapels, tombs, schools , fountains and hospital not only in Turkey but also in other side of Europe.

    He was a soldier in Ottoman Empire (it is the name of the empire that is the ancestor of Modern Turkish Republic) Army . His travel with the army through a vast geographical region extending from Anatolia to Italy, Central Europe, Baghdad enrich his architectural knowledge and he reflected the synthesis of his knowledge in his famous constructions.
